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GOAL 8: RECREATIONAL NEEDS 

BACKGROUND REPORT 
PURPOSE: To satisfy the recreational needs of residents and visitors. 

CURRENT CONDITIONS 

Clatsop County is home to several iconic state and federal recreation sites, such as Oswald 

West, Ecola, and Fort Stevens State Parks, Lewis & Clark National Historical Park, and the 

Oregon Coast Trail. The County also owns and manages nearly 1,000 acres of County parks, 

recreational land sites, public parks and recreational areas. These sites range from highly 

developed parks such as Cullaby Lake to primitive, passive recreational sites such as David 

Douglas park. The County’s park and recreational lands are valuable natural, cultural and 

economic resources. The region is well known for its history and many recreational 

opportunities afforded by the ocean beaches, dense forests, mountains, rivers and streams.  

Exceptional scenery, mild weather, small-town atmosphere and wealth of natural beauty of 

Clatsop County make it a desirable place to live and recreate. The County’s recreational land 

sites are utilized by the public for a wide range of recreational activities. Many of these 

activities are tied to the enjoyment of the natural plant and wildlife communities that currently 

exist on these publicly-owned lands.  

The Clatsop County Parks and Recreational Lands Master Plan contains a full inventory and 

assessment of County-owned and managed recreation land, as well as an inventory of city, 

state, and federal recreation land within the County.
